January 8, 2013

OATHS OF OFFICE: The newly elected officers: District 2 Commissioner Douglas Loomis, District 4 Commissioner Robert Bjerke, Auditor Christine Tarbox, Treasurer Kay Mahlen, Coroner Louann L.L. Streff and State’s Attorney Chad Fjelland took their oath of office pursuant to SDCL 3-1-5. 

ORGANIZATION OF THE BOARD: Auditor Tarbox called for nominations for Chairman of the Clark County Board of Commissioners for the year 2013. Commissioner Wicks nominated Francis Hass. Bjerke second. Reints made motion nominations cease, Bjerke second motion. All voting aye Motion carried. Nominations were open for Vice Chairman. Commissioner Wicks nominated Reints, second by Loomis. All voting aye.  Motion carried. Bjerke made motion to cease nominations, second by Wicks. All voting aye. Motion carried.

MINUTES: Motion by Wicks, second by Reints to approve the minutes of the December 27, 2012 meeting. All voting aye. Motion carried.

HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston met with the board to update them on road conditions and road work being done. 

CALL FOR BIDS:  Motion by Reints, second by Wicks to call for yearly supplies of gravel screening, crushed gravel, stockpiling, cutback asphalt, emulsion asphalt, cold mix, plant mix and contracted construction equipment to be filed with the County Auditor on or before 5:00 p.m. C.S.T. on February 1, 2013.
