CLARK COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS
July 23, 2013

The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on July 23, 2013 in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse. Vice Chairman Reints called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Wicks and Loomis.  Also present Auditor Tarbox, Robert Saur.   

MINUTES: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the July 2, 2013 regular meeting. All members voting aye.  Motion carried. 

HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston updated the board on road work being done and road conditions. He also informed the board that he is working with Clark Engineering to do a study on a township road in Garfield Township that needs a culvert replacement. 

HIGHWAY: Highway employee Greg Stormo met with the board requesting that his salary freeze be removed. No action taken.

FRANCHISE: At 8:30 a.m. the time specified, a hearing was held to allow Sioux Rural Water permission to construct, maintain and operate water distribution pipelines and facilities in Clark County. Heath Thompson from Sioux Rural Water System appeared. 

RESOLUTION 21-13: Resolution 21-13 was read and approved on motion by Loomis, second by Wicks. All voting aye. Motion carried.
RESOLUTION 21-13

Resolution No 21-13, granting Sioux Rural Water System, Inc., a county-wide authorization for the purpose of maintaining its present water lines and/or constructing new water lines in the furtherance of its business as a rural water system.


Sioux Rural Water System, Inc., has heretofore applied to the Board of County Commissioners of Clark County, South Dakota, for authorization to construct or lay its water pipeline on, over, across or under public highways and right-of-way for the purpose of providing rural water service in Clark County, South Dakota. Notice was duly given by mail of the application of Sioux Rural Water System, Inc., to all persons firms or corporations owning or operating electric, telephone, telegraph, gas, cable television or water lines within Clark County, South Dakota, in compliance with SDCL 31-26-13. All comments received were considered by the Clark county Commissioners.


This resolution was adopted pursuant to SDCL 31-26-25 by the Board of County Commissioners of Clark County, South Dakota, at a regular meeting which was held in the Commissioner Room in the Courthouse in the City of Clark, Clark County, South Dakota, on the 23rd day of July, 2013.


After discussion, the following resolution, no. 21-13, upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, was unanimously adopted.


This resolution was published in an official newspaper for this county on August 7, 2013, and became and effective resolution on July 23, 2013, as it is not suspended by operation of a referendum;


BE IT RESOLVED that the Sioux Rural Water System, Inc., a corporation, shall be allowed and permitted to run an underground pipeline for transmitting water for all purposes for which said corporation was formed along any and all pubic rights-of-way, including all rights-of-way between all sections in Clark County, South Dakota, so long as said transmission and distribution line is buried so as not to interfere with the building of any roads or causing any liability to Clark County.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Sioux Rural Water System, Inc., a corporation, shall bear the expense of any subsequent movement of the pipe, if such is required by Clark County;


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that when the pipeline is installed in the public right-of-way, such right-of-way shall be restored to as near its original condition as is practical with normal construction methods;


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the installation of such pipeline and appurtenances in the public right-of-way shall conform to plans and specifications to be submitted (if requested by the county commission or its designee) to the county, prior to construction, for review and comment, and said plans and specifications shall include the following conditions;

1. Notice Prior to Starting Work: Before starting construction work, the county road superintendent or other designated employee of the county will be noticed at least 48 hours in advance of the time work is to begin.

2. Minimum Interference with Traffic: All work will be planned and carried out so as to minimize inconvenience to the traveling public. If construction workers or equipment shall at any time prior to, during or after the construction process, occupy any portion of the roadway proper and/or roadway shoulder, said occupied site shall in, all respects be signed in accordance with the standards for signing as outlined by the most current version of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways.

3. Storage of Material: No material shall be stored within eight (8) feet from the edge of pavement or traveled way or within the shoulder line unless otherwise approved by the county superintendent.

4. Clean Up Right of Way: Upon completion of work, litter will be removed and the right of way left in as presentable as a condition as before work started.

5. Care of Drainage: If the contemplated work interferes with established drainage, provisions will be incorporated in the project during construction to maintain normal drainage. 

6. Location Plans: Upon completion of the work, a copy of the record drawings will be furnished to the county for their records and use.

7. Maintenance: The pipelines and appurtenances placed in the county right-of-way will be maintained and reasonable care exercised in inspecting and repairing any damage to any portion of the right-of-way which occurs as a result of the operation and maintenance of the pipelines and appurtenances.

8. Paved and FAS (Future Paved) Roads: Pipelines installed perpendicular to asphalt or concrete paved roadways will be installed by boring or jacking methods or by an open cut. Pipelines installed longitudinally in a right-of-way will be by an open cut or plow. A minimum of one-half of paved surfacing will be left clear and open to traffic at all times. All lanes will remain clear and open during the hours of darkness.

9. Graveled and Other Roadways: Pipelines installed transversely or longitudinally in a graveled or other road right-of-way will be by an open cut or plow method. Roadways may be closed during construction, provided detour signing is maintained. All lanes will remain clear and open during the hours of darkness. Pipeline installed longitudinally in a right-of-way will be by an open cut or plow.

10. Depth of Pipelines: Pipelines will be placed to a depth of cover consistent with design standards for water pipelines for the area. Where additional pipeline cover is necessary to accommodate future roadways, the county, at the time of county review, shall so advise Sioux of the need for additional pipeline cover.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this franchise shall be in effect for a period of twenty (20) years as authorized by SDCL 31-26.

SET HEARING: Nicole Kittelson and Trudi Gaikowski, representing Clark Area Tragedy, met with the Board requesting temporary malt beverage and temporary liquor license for event at the fairgrounds on September 14, 2013. Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to set hearing for temporary malt beverage license for 9:40 a.m. on August 6, 2013. The temporary malt beverage license will be from 5:00 p.m. on September 14, 2013 to 2:00 a.m. September 15, 2013.. All members voting aye. Motion carried.

SET HEARING: Motion by Bjerke, second by Loomis to set hearing for temporary alcohol license at 9:30 a.m. on August 6, 2013. The temporary alcohol license will be from 5:00 p.m. September 14, 2013 until 2:00 a.m. September 15, 2013. 9:30 a.m. Motion carried with all members voting aye. Also present Nicole Kittelson and Trudi Gaikowski.

SET HEARING: Motion by Wicks, second by Reints to set hearing for August 6, at 9:00 am for CU 7-13. This conditional use if approved will allow Rural Tower Network to use NE ¼ 33-114-56 to construct a 100’ RTK GPS signal tower. All voting aye. Motion carried.

SET HEARING: Motion by Reints, second by Bjerke to set hearing for August 6, at 9:00 a.m. for CU 8-13. This conditional use if approved will allow Rural Tower Network to use SW ¼ 11-118-57 to construct a 100’ RTK GPS signal tower. Motion carried with all voting aye.

SET HEARING: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to set hearing for August 6, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. for CU 9-13. This conditional use if approved will allow Rural Tower Network to use leased site in E295.16’ of N345.16’ of NE ¼ 12-116-56 to construct a 100’ RTK GPS signal tower. All members voting aye. Motion carried.

ADJOURN BOA: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to adjourn from Board of Adjustment and reconvene as Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye. Motion carried.

WEB SITE INFORMATION: Auditor Tarbox informed the board that contact had been made with the Clark Chamber of Commerce regarding utilizing their Web site for Clark County minutes and agendas. The Chamber would allow the County to post on the Chamber web site if County would become a non-profit member fee of $65.00. Additional information regarding a web site through the South Dakota Association of County Officials was presented. Costs will be considered and reevaluated at next meeting. No action taken. 
AMBULANCE: Motion by Wicks, second by Reints to add Tyler Hageman as an EMT for Clark County upon recommendation of Ambulance Administrator Grensberg. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

AMBULANCE: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke to allow Ambulance Administrator to apply for renewal of ambulance hardship program. All voting aye. Motion carried.

PLAT: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to approve Meier plat in SE ¼ 24-115-58, Resolution 22-13. All voting aye. Motion carried.
