
CLARK COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS
June 4, 2013

The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on June 4, 2013 in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse.  Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, and Wicks.  Also present Auditor Tarbox, States Attorney Fjelland and Robert Saur.
EXECUTIVE SESSION: Motion by Wicks, second by Bjerke to enter into Executive Session at 8:02 a.m. to discuss legal matters. All members voting aye. Motion carried. Chairman declared out at 8:11 a.m. 
Loomis present. 

MINUTES: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to approve the minutes from the May 21, 2013 regular meeting. All members voting aye.  Motion carried.
HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston met with the board to discuss highway conditions, crew working overtime hours, sale of surplus motorgrader and presented check to the Commissioners from Cargill in the amount of $30,000.00. This monetary contribution was given towards expenses of County Road #36. The Commissioners recognize and Thank Cargill for the contribution.
AUTO SUPPLEMENT: Motion by Reints, second by Loomis, to approve auto supplement of $265,000.00 from 201 -0-434.40 to 201-311-434.40. These funds are from motorgrader loan from Dacotah Bank.   All members voting aye. Motion carried.
HIGHWAY: Tom Hallberg met with the board requesting payment of $1.00 per yard for dirt that was taken from his land in 2011 that was used to repair County Road #8. Additional pricing options were discussed. No action taken. 
HIGHWAY: Motion by Bjerke, second by Wicks to sign Resolution 18-13 to apply for SD DOT Access Grant to pave County Road #7 adjacent to the Clark Industrial Park and allow Chairman to execute the grant. This will be a 40% local match with the county paying all engineering and administrative costs. All members voting aye. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 18-13

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the County of Clark to upgrade and surface a portion of Clark County Road #7 adjacent to the Clark Industrial Park; and

WHEREAS, the Clark County agrees to provide a 40% local match for road construction costs, plus pay all engineering and administrative costs associated with said project; and 

WHEREAS: the Clark County will secure the required right-of-way for construction of the project; and

WHEREAS, the Clark County agrees to maintain the road for its useful life; 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Clark County Commission duly authorizes the submission of a SD Department of Transportation Access Grant application requesting 60% of the eligible road construction costs for the project;

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clark County Commission Chairman be authorized to execute the grant application on behalf of the County.

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT: Motion by Reints, second by Bjerke to enter into Board of Adjustment. Motion carried with all voting aye. Also present ZO Paulson.
CONDITIONAL USE 6-13: At 9:30 a.m. the specified time hearing was held for Conditional Use 6-13. Gary Huberty present. Motion by Reints, second by Wicks, to approve Conditional Use 6-13 for Central States Tower to build a cell phone tower in SE ¼ 35-114-59. All voting aye. Motion carried.
VARIANCE 10-13: At 9:45 a.m. the time specified hearing was held for Variance 10-13. Fawn Lamb present. Motion by Wicks, second by Hass, to approve Variance 10-13 which will allow Chris Lamb to place bins closer than setback allows. Voting aye: Bjerke, Wicks Hass. Nay: Reints, Loomis. Motion failed, as need two-thirds majority to pass Variance. 
VARIANCE 11-13: At 10:15 a.m. the time specified, hearing was held for Variance 11-13. Darrel Seefeldt, Garry and Evelyn Holdgrafer appeared. Motion by Wicks, second by Bjerke, to approve Variance 11-13 which will allow Darrel Seefeldt to place a building closer than setback rules. All voting aye. Motion carried.
ADJOURN: Motion by Bjerke, second by Loomis to return to Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye. Motion carried.

CONCERNED CITIZENS: Susan Olson, Carol Finstad, Becky Caulfield, Jeanne Obermeier, and Doug Anderson from District II met with the board in regards to Community Access Channels through ITC. They presented information regarding live feed cameras from ITC that can be used to air commissioner meetings live. Doug Anderson volunteered to contact ITC representatives and have them contact Auditor to schedule time to meet with Commissioners.
ICAP: Cindy Dannenbring-Executive Director from ICAP, Madison met with the board to report on services that were provided in 2012, update on store improvements and next year’s budget request. No action necessary.

GRANT: Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to allow Sheriff McGraw to apply for a grant that would be used to purchase 15 AED machines for Clark County. All voting aye. Motion carried.  

TAX DEED PROPERTY: Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to allow Treasurer Mahlen to proceed with reclaiming Tax deed property that will need to be put up for sale due to unpaid taxes. All voting aye. Motion carried.
TREASURER:  Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to allow Treasurer Mahlen to replace a computer in her office, purchase price will be approximately $1400.00.  All voting aye. Motion carried.
BIT: Motion by Wicks, second by Reints to allow departments to utilize a program offered by the Bureau of Information Technology of the State of South Dakota. The state staff will come to our office and do an assessment of our current equipment and technology status and recommend upgrades if needed. This assessment is done at no cost to the county. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

AMBULANCE: Motion by Reints, second by Bjerke, to allow Ambulance Bookkeeper Tarbox to refer to Credit Bureau collection agency, ambulance accounts totaling $5556.40. Dates of service are from May 19, 2012 to October 26, 2012. All members voting aye. Motion carried.
FAIRGROUNDS: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke to allow 4-H Leaders and Horsemen’s Club to lease fairgrounds to Jen Severson and Ray Hirte for a wedding reception in September 2013. Voting aye: Bjerke, Wicks, Loomis, Hass. Nay: Reints. Motion carried.

BUDGET: Discussion held regarding salary increase for 2014. No action taken.
INSURANCE: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke to note changes to Officials Liability Deductible and approve the general endorsement from Hagan Benefits and allow Chairman to sign endorsement. All voting aye. Motion carried.
