
                                  CLARK COUNTY COMMINIONER PROCEEDINGS 
 



              March 4, 2014
 
 The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on March 4, 2014, in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse. Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, Loomis and Wicks.  Also present Auditor Tarbox and Robert Saur.
 
MINUTES: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke, to approve the minutes from the regular meeting of February 18, 2014. All members voting aye. Motion carried.
HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston updated the board on road work being done and road conditions. He also informed the board he is still working with Oak Tree Energy on the road haul agreement for the Wind Farm.
HIGHWAY: Motion by Reints, second by Bjerke offer Tom Hallberg $.75/cy for the dirt that was taken from his property to complete construction on County Road # 8 in 2011. All voting aye. Motion carried. SA Fjelland also present. 
HIGHWAY: Motion by Reints, second by Loomis to allow Chairman to sign the Industrial Park Grant Agreement between South Dakota Department of Transportation and Clark County. This grant applies to Clark County road #7. All voting aye. Motion carried.

HIGHWAY: The board discussed further working with the city on city road repairs. Hourly rates will be established and reported back to the board at the next regular meeting. 
SURPLUS: Motion by Bjerke, second by Wicks to declare 1969 CatD7 dozer as surplus as it no longer serves the purpose for which it was originally purchased. This item will be sold at Bell's sale. All voting aye. Motion carried.

APPRAISAL: Motion by Loomis, second by Reints to appoint Commissioner Bjerke, Commissioner Reints and Highway Superintendent Eggleston as appraisers to do appraisal for the 1969 Cat D7 dozer. All voting aye. Motion carried.

HIGHWAY: Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to allow highway office to purchase one HP Probook 650 G1 computer with accessories from Connecting Point, purchase price of $1712 .  All voting aye. Motion carried.

HIGHWAY: Adam Polley and Dave Burwitz with Clark Engineering met with the Board to inform them of the work and cost involved on County Road 22. The initial report indicates that the project cost will be 2,331,630.00 for the seven miles. Clark Engineering is exploring other alternatives to the project. 

FUEL QUOTES: HS Eggleston presented the following fuel quotes for March 2014. 80/20 Diesel- Clark Community Oil- 3.39 - Bradley, Garden City, Vienna, Willow Lake shops, Clark Shop -3.39, Diesel #1 3.67 Clark Shop, Diesel #2 - 3.32, Clark Shop, Gas - 3.24, Clark County Farmers Elevator - no bid. Wegman Oil- 80/20 Diesel- 3.40, Raymond Shop only.  All bids were reviewed by the board and are on file in the Auditor's office.

AIRPORT: Motion by Reints, second by Wicks to increase hangar lease rent to $200 per year for the lease agreement time span. Reints withdrew his motion. No action taken. Airport Manager Hansen met with the board regarding hangars, leases and other airport issues.   

4-H ADVISOR: 4-H Advisor McGraw met with the board to deliver her quarterly report. She informed the board of committees that she serves on, and activities she has been doing in the County’s school systems. 

SDSU MOU: Motion by Reints, second by Loomis to approve the Memorandum of Understanding 
between SDSU Extension and Clark County of South Dakota in regards to support of the 4-H Advisor position. All voting aye. Motion carried.

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT: Motion by Loomis, second by Reints to enter into Board of Adjustments, All voting aye. Motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING: Planning and Zoning officer Paulson met with the board to review Conditional Use permits 1-11 for turkey expansion, and 3-12 for swine expansion for Hillcrest Colony. No action needed.  
ORDINANCE1-14: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to set hearing, March 18, 2014 at 11:15 a.m. at the Commissioners Room in the Clark County Courthouse for the first reading of Ordinance 1-14 which will amend the Clark County Planning and Zoning book. All voting aye. Motion carried. The updated Clark County Planning and Zoning book is on file at the Auditor’s office for public inspection during regular business hours.       
ADJOURN: Motion by Bjerke, second by Loomis to adjourn as Board of Adjustments and return to Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye. Motion carried.

DIRECTOR OF EQUALIZATION: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to allow DOE Paulson to advertise for full time deputy for Director of Equalization office. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

COURTHOUSE: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to hire Grote Roofing from Aberdeen to make necessary repairs to the Courthouse roof. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

WELFARE: Welfare Director Brandlee met with the board regarding notifications of hospitalization. 

DENIAL: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to deny payment to Avera DeSmet Memorial Hospital for a patient on June 9, 2013. The cost to ratio amount is $2706.64. Welfare Director Brandlee has been unable to contact patient to determine if person was a county resident. All voting aye. Motion carried.

STATE AUDIT: Glenda Goes, SD Dept of Legislative Audit, explained the audit process she will be doing for the years 2012-2013. Chairman Hass signed the letter of Engagement which summarizes the terms of the audit.

LOST WARRANT: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to replace check # 53796 payable to Raymond American Legion, which was lost. All voting aye. Motion carried.

LOST WARRANT: Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to replace Treasurer check #2205 payable to Richard Rasmussen which was lost. All voting aye. Motion carried.

SD HOUSING: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to sign the South Dakota Housing Development Authority summons, complaint, notice of no personal claim and notice and admission of service. All voting aye. Motion carried.   

AUDITOR: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to allow the Auditor's office to purchase three new HP  computers with accessories. They will be purchased from Connecting Point, purchase price for the computers and accessories will be $4430.00 All voting aye. Motion carried.
