The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on April 16, 2013 in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse.  Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks and Loomis.  Also present Auditor Tarbox.

 

MINUTES: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to approve the minutes from April 2, 2013 meeting as presented. All members voting aye.  Motion carried. 

 

HIGHWAY: Highway Superintendent Eggleston met with the board to inform them of road conditions, part time help to replace truck driver and presented bids for screener and stockpiling machine.
SEASONAL HELP: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to allow HS Eggleston to rehire Harry Horst and advertise for other seasonal help. Voting aye: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks, Hass. Abstain: Loomis. Motion carried.
