CLARK COUNTY BOARD OF EQUALIZATION MINUTES

April 8, 2014
The Clark County Board of Equalization was called to order at 8:00 a.m. on April 8, 2014 by Chairperson Hass.  Other members present: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks, Loomis and acting member Auditor Tarbox. Also present Director of Equalization Paulson.

According to SDCL 10-11-25, the board proceeded to take their oath of office to act as a County Board of Equalization.

ASSESSEMENT FREEZE FOR ELDERLY & DISABLED: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis, to allow the director to freeze assessment values of disabled or senior citizens on base year according to SDCL10-6A-2. Thirteen (13) applicants benefited from the tax freeze. All voting aye. Motion carried.
DISABLED VETERAN: SDCL 10-4-40 allows disabled veterans property tax exemption. Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke, to accept and approve the applications of seven 7 disabled veterans. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

PARAPLEGIC: SDCL10-4-24.9 and 10-4-24.10 allows paraplegic veteran property tax exemptions. Motion by Bjerke, second by Loomis, to accept one (1) application for tax exemption.  All ayes. Motion carried. 

RENEWABLE RESOURCE CREDITS: SDCL 10-6-35.9 allows tax credit for renewable resource energy systems. Motion by Loomis, second by Reints, to allow twenty-two (22) structures the property tax assessment credit. Motion carried with all voting aye.

CORRECTIONS: Motion by Reints, second by Wicks to approve the corrections to parcels #8178, #2007, #337, #535, #5031, #5943, #5944, #6016, #6017 &6018, #6642. All ayes. Motion carried.

TAX EXEMPT: As required by SDCL 10-4-15.1, a motion was made by Bjerke, second by Wicks, to accept the tax exempt property list which is on file in the Auditor’s office. Motion carried with all voting aye.

APPEALS: The following appeals were presented to the Board by Director Paulson.


#1-14: Parcel #7880. Larry Peterson. No one appeared. Motion by Bjerke, second by Wicks to uphold assessor’s valuation of 117985.  All ayes. Motion carried.


#2-14: Parcel #1431. MTM acres. No one appeared. Motion by Loomis to lower to $1000 per acre. No second to the motion. Motion by Reints, second by Wicks to uphold assessor’s valuation of 167704.  All ayes. Motion carried.

ADJOURN: Motion by Bjerke, second by Loomis, to adjourn as Board of Equalization. All members voting aye Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
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
