
CLARK COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS: 
February 18, 2014
The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on February 18, 2014, in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse. Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, Loomis and Wicks. Also present Auditor  Tarbox and Robert Saur. 
  
MINUTES: Motion by Wicks, second by Reints, to approve the minutes from the regular meeting on February 4, 2014. All members voting aye. Motion carried. 
WEED: Motion by Bjerke, second by Wicks to allow Weed Supervisor, upon recommendation of the Weed Board,  to purchase a 2003 single axle International truck from Federal Surplus in Huron. Purchase price is $19775.00. All voting aye. Motion carried.
 
WEED: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke to increase salary to $13.00 per hour for part time seasonal help effective immediately. All ayes. Motion carried. 
 
HIGHWAY:  HS Eggleston met with the board to update them on road conditions and work being done. He discussed removing the bridge on County Road #43 and replacing it with a culvert, Clark Engineering will provide recommendations for the project. 
 
HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston informed the board that the specs are back from the subsurface investigation of gravel on County Road #22. The entire preliminary report should be completed
and submitted to the Board by April 1. No action needed.
 
HIGHWAY: Motion by Loomis, second by Reints to approve the bid of True North Steel for galvanized steel corrugated culvert pipe, 2 2/3" and 1/2 " corrugations and 5" x 1" corrugations, as per the Beadle County bid. All bids are on file in the Auditor's office. All voting aye. Motion carried. 
 
PLANNING & ZONING: Todd Kays with First District met with the board with final comments and recommendations for the Planning and Zoning manual. Notice will be published regarding approval of the revised manual. 
 
INSURANCE: Lon Reidburn, Insurance agent with Employer Mutual Casualty insurance company met with the board to request to do a quote for Clark County for Workmen's Comp, and liability coverage. He will prepare a quote and present it to the board at a later date. 
 
AMBULANCE: Motion by Wicks, second by Bjerke to allow Ambulance Administrator Grensberg to research and purchase service agreement for the Life pak 15 if she feels it is cost effective. Contract price for two years of extended warranty is $2544.00. All voting aye. Motion carried.
TAX DEED PROPERTY: Treasurer Mahlen met with the board and presented five properties that will be up for tax deed sale this year.
 
TREASURER: Treasurer Mahlen informed the board she will need to purchase a new printer for her office cost could exceed $500.00. Purchase was approved.
 
COURTHOUSE: Custodian Elsen met with the board with updates of the courthouse roof repairs. 
 
CPI: Auditor Tarbox informed the board that the CPI to be used for taxes payable in 2015 in 1.4%. The index factor is the percent a taxing district may increase the taxes payable in the following year according to SDCL 10-13-35.
