
CLARK COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS
June 18, 2013

The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on June 18, 2013 in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse.  Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks and Loomis.  Also present Auditor Tarbox, Robert Saur and SA Chad Fjelland..   

MINUTES: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the June 4, 2013 regular meeting. All members voting aye.  Motion carried. 
HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston updated the board the motorgrader has been sold, road work being done and road conditions. 
HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston informed the board that he has purchased three (3) trucks from the State Highway surplus. Trucks were one 1998 IH with attachment, one 2000 IH Truck Tndm w/ dump body and attachment, and a 2000 IH with dumpbody, one 2003 Swenson EV-100 spreader, 1 2004 Henn Sand spreader, and 1 Henn WSH x 14x48 sand spreader 8 cu yards. Total costs for the trucks and attachments $44,500. 
HIGHWAY: Motion by Reints, second by Wicks to allow HS Eggleston to purchase a 1994 JD 544GH Loader from State surplus property. Purchase price $19,000. All members voting aye. Motion carried. 
HIGHWAY: Discussion was held regarding payment to Tom Hallberg for dirt that was used by the County in 2011. HS Eggleston will contact Hallberg regarding this issue.

AUTO SUPPLEMENT: Motion by Reints, second by Wicks to approve auto supplement for the $30,000 money received from Cargill, Vienna. All voting aye. Motion carried.

 Bill Karber and Aaron Hemmingson met with the board regarding a box culvert that is crumbling in Garfield Township. They are asking the County for assistance in repairing the box culvert.  Additional information regarding cost estimates and Attorney General opinions will be researched.

MUD RACES: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to allow Jerry and Justin Bowers to proceed with the mud races at the Fairgrounds this year in conjunction with Potato Days.  Necessary proof of insurance and  paperwork will be obtained and signed. All members voting aye. Motion carried.

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT: Motion by Reints, second by Loomis to enter into Board of Adjustments. All voting aye. Motion carried.

Hass absent.

VARIANCE 12-13: Vice President Reints presiding over meeting. Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to set hearing for Variance 12-13 on July 2, 2013 at 9:00 a.m.  This Variance will allow Francis Hass to use 
SE ¼ 9-116-59 to place a shed closer to the township road than zoning setbacks permit. Voting aye: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks, Loomis. 

Hass present.

ADJOURN: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to adjourn from Board of Adjustment and return to Board of Commissioners. All voting aye. Motion carried.

FIRST DISTRICT: Todd Kays with First District met with the Commissioners with recommendations for updating the planning and zoning manual of Clark County.

CONCERNED CITIZENS: Doug Anderson met with the Board and presented information on communication including additional information regarding live camera feed for commissioner meetings, establishing a website, posting of agenda’s and publication of approved minutes. No action taken. Also present Bill Krikac.
TAX DEED PROPERTY:  Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to appraise tax deed properties presented by Treasurer Mahlen. All voting aye. Motion carried.

HEALTH INSURANCE: Auditor Tarbox informed the board that Dakotacare has estimated a 4% increase for 2014 Health care costs. No action necessary.

BUDGET: Motion by Wicks, second by Bjerke to approve budget request for Glacial Lakes for 2014 in the amount of $425.00. All voting aye. Motion carried.  
Motion by Wicks, second by Bjerke to approve ICAP request for calendar year 2014 of $18825.00 which includes $14025 to support costs, $3600 to support the Used 2B New Thrift Store and $1200 for 60’s Plus dining. All voting aye. Motion carried.  
SALARY INCREASE: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to allow Auditor to apply 2.5% to salary to use for budget purpose only. Definite percentage for wage increase will be determined at a later date.  Motion carried with all members voting aye. 

LOST CHECK: Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke to approve replacing lost check for Coral Berg dated February 5, 2013 in the amount of $16.87. All ayes. Motion carried.

LOST CHECKS: Motion by Wicks, second by Reints to approve replace lost checks for the Town of Vienna one dated November 14, 2013 in the amount of $7014.15, and one dated April 15, 2013 in the amount of $640.35. All voting aye. Motion carried.
AIRPORT: Proposals were presented to the Commissioners for water line placement to the airport for the new terminal building that will be constructed in 2013 upon approval of Federal funds. No action needed.
MALT BEVERAGE LICENSE:  Motion by Loomis, second by Reints to approve malt beverage on/off sale license for John Bjerke, at Crocker Bar, LLC dba Rowdy’s in Crocker, SD. All voting aye.  Motion carried.

CCR: Motion by Reints second by Bjerke to approve no open burning at the Fairgrounds during the Clark County Riders event June 21-June 23, 2013. All voting aye. Motion carried. Clark County Rider President Dana Breske was informed of this decision prior to the event. 
MALT BEVERAGE FEE: Motion by Wicks, second by Hass to set fee of $50.00 for malt beverage license for Clark County Riders for event at the fairgrounds, June 21-June 23, 2013. All voting aye. Motion carried. 
WELFARE: WD Brandlee met with the board to present notifications of hospitalization and credit bureau report. 
MITIGATION PAPERWORK: Commissioners completed the forms prior to the meeting. No action required.
