The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on March 19, 2013 in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse.  Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, and Wicks. Loomis absent. Also present Auditor Tarbox.

 

MINUTES: Motion by Bjerke, second by Reints to approve the minutes from the March 4, 2013 meeting as presented. Voting aye Bjerke, Reints, Wicks, Hass. Motion carried.

HIGHWAY: Highway Superintendent Eggleston met with the board to inform them of road conditions, snow plowing issues and adding another pay scale for part time employees.

SET HEARING CU 2-13 & VARIANCE 2-13: Motion by Reints, second by Bjerke to set 10:40 a.m. on April 2, 2013 as time for hearing for Conditional use 2-13 and Variance 2-13 which will allow Silver Lake Colony to place signs on their site east of Clark along US Highway 212. SET HEARING CU4-13: Motion by Loomis, second by Reints to set hearing for Steven Weerts to add an extended home occupation – trailer sales. The hearing was set for April 2, 2013 at 10:50 a.m. All voting aye. Motion carried.
VARIANCE 1-13: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis, to approve Variance 1-13 which will allow Jim Kopriva to extend a current building 30’ to the north. All members voting aye. Motion carried.

ZONING ORDINANCE 1-13: At 9:30 a.m. the time specified the first reading of Ordinance 1-13 was held. The Ordinance will amend to change classification of property of Clark County Farmers Elevator Outlot 1 in NW ¼ 12-116-58 from commercial industrial to agricultural. The second

reading was scheduled for April 2, 2013 at 10:15 a.m.
