
CLARK COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS
MARCH 4, 2013

The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on March 4, 2013 at 8:00 am. Chairman Hass called the meeting to order. Other members present: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks and Loomis. Also present Auditor Tarbox.

 

MINUTES: Motion by Reints, second by Loomis to approve the minutes from the February 19, 2013 meeting as presented. All members voting aye. Motion carried.

 

HIGHWAY: Highway Superintendent Eggleston met with the board to inform them of road conditions and an additional ad for publication regarding load limits and also informed the board of employee issue. 

 

SURPLUS: Motion by Wicks, second by Bjerke to declare used oil tank on wheels as surplus and sell at Bell's next sale. Voting aye: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks, Hass. Abstain: Loomis. Motion carried.

Wegman Oil- Diesel #2 Raymond shop only 3.43, The County accepted the low bid and all bids are on file in the Auditor’s office.
