CLARK COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS
May 7, 2013

The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on May 7, 2013 in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse.  Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks and Loomis.  Also present Auditor Tarbox. Also present: George M.C. Thompson, Don Olson, Warren Armbruster, Robert Saur, John Bjerke, Doug Anderson, Greg Anderson, Jake Hansen and SA Fjelland.  
 

MINUTES: Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to approve the minutes from the April 16, 2013 regular meeting and Board of Equalization meeting that was moved from April 9, 2013 to April 16, 2013 because of inclement weather. All members voting aye.  Motion carried.
COURTHOUSE: Dustan Elsen met with the commissioners to update them on the status of repairs for the elevator. He also informed the commissioners about problems with the roof from the spring thaw, repairs he made and additional repairs that will need to be done to prevent further damage. He will consult with roofers and the elevator company and report back to the commissioners. No action required.
