
CLARK COUNTY COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS
September 19, 2013
    
 The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on September 19, 2013, in the Commissioners’ meeting room of the Clark County Courthouse. Chairman Hass called the meeting to order at  8:00 a.m with the following Commissioners present: Bjerke, Reints, Wicks and Loomis. Also present Auditor Tarbox, Robert Saur.  
  
 MINUTES:  Motion by Reints, second by Wicks, to approve the minutes from the regular meeting on September 3, 2013 and special meeting September 9, 2013. All members voting aye. Motion carried.  
    
 HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston updated the board on road work being done and road conditions.

 HIGHWAY: HS Eggleston informed the board that two trucks that were declared surplus July 2, 2013  have been sold at Bell's sale. The 1979 Chevy was sold for $900.00 the 1979 Ford sold for $1200.00..  

CULVERT:  Also present Bill Karber. HS Eggleston updated the board that Clark Engineering had not reported back on the culvert/bridge replacement in Garfield Township. He will contact them and report back to the board and representatives from Garfield Township at the October 1st meeting. 

 FUEL QUOTES:   The following quotes were presented to the Board. TRANSPORT FUEL: Diesel #2: Clark Community Oil- $3.33, Clark County Farmers Elevator- Diesel #2:  $3.30, Wegman Oil – 3.31. TRANSPORT FUEL: Gas: Clark Community Oil 3.29- Clark County Farmers Elevator-3.63.. Wegman Oil - no bid. The County accepted the low bids and all bids are on file in the Auditor's office. 

 AUTO SUPPLEMENT: Motion by Wicks, second by Bjerke, to approve auto supplement to highway fund 2011-311-426.40 in the amount of $8707.97. These funds were federal funds received from 2012 ER project. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

PURCHASE: Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to allow HS Eggleston to purchase a used 2007 15’ mower from Diamond Mowers, purchase price is $15,000.00. All members voting aye. Motion carried.
PURCHASE: Motion by Loomis, second by Reints to purchase a handi hitch for the mower also from Diamond Mowers, purchase price is $9500. Voting aye: Bjerke, Wicks, Loomis, Hass. Voting nay: Reints. Motion carried 4-1. 
AIRPORT: Airport Manager Hansen met with the board to discuss continued growth at the airport. He informed the board several new hangars have been placed at the facility with more expected. He also expressed concern about several old hangars at the airport. 

AMBULANCE:  Motion by Wicks, second by Reints to add Kelly Klaudt, LPN to the Willow Lake Ambulance squad at the request of Administrator Grensberg. All voting aye. Motion carried.  
 
 AMBULANCE: Ambulance Administrator Grensberg met with the board with recommendation to implement policy of passengers in the ambulance. States Attorney Fjelland will be consulted regarding this matter. No action taken.

WIND FARM UPDATE: Also present: Bill Makens, Les Solberg, Roger Nordhus and SA Fjelland. Mike Makens with Oaktree Wind Farms met with the board to update them on the progress of the wind farm.  The final layout is being determined and they will apply for Variances and Conditional use permits as needed after site of towers is confirmed. They also informed the board of the economic impact the entire project will have on the local economy and dollars that will be generated through name plates taxes and gross receipt taxes. No action necessary at this time.

 MITIGATION:. Motion by Loomis, second by Wicks to approve Resolution 24-13 and to authorize Chairman to sign to approve the mitigation plan as presented. EM Gravning informed the board the Pre Disaster Mitigation Plan has been approved.  All members voting aye. Motion carried.

Through adoption of this Plan, all County and city agencies are requested to develop directives, standard operating procedures, checklists or other supplemental guidance to insure its maximum effectiveness.

SET HEARING: Motion by Wicks, second by Loomis to set hearing for 9:15 a.m. October 1, 2013 for Velocitel. This will be Variance 13-13 and Conditional Use 13-13. This Variance and Conditional Use if granted will allow Velocitel to use SE 1/4 34-114-59 to construct a 400' guyed tower. Owner is Chad Waldner. All members voting aye. Motion carried.

 ADJOURN:  Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke, to adjourn from Board of Adjustment and return to Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye. Motion carried.
 KINGSBURY COUNTY: Also present SA Fjelland. Discussion was held regarding the correspondence that was received from Kingsbury County Commissioners. Their concern was the notice of intent to construct an animal feeding operation for Collins Colony published by the SD Department of Environment and Natural Resources in the August 21, 2013 edition of the Clark County Courier. No action required.
   
 ADOPTION OF BUDGET:  Motion by Loomis, second by Bjerke, to adopt the 2014 budget as presented with the following changes. Current property tax- 2,553,967.00; 101-0-331.97 add Revenue 339,450.00 for 2014 airport project, 101-331-433.20-added expense of 365,000.00 for 2014 airport project, change cash applied to $1,068,537.76, change Less 5% (SDCL 7-21-18) to 218,436.00 and corrected expense side of domestic abuse to $630.00. All voting aye. Motion carried.

Whereas, (7-21-5 thru 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioner shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and, 
Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law, and 
Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, elimination’s and additions have been made thereto.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth. SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR Clark County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2014 and ending December 31, 2014 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Clark County, South Dakota, this 19th day of September, 2013. 

The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor Clark, County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Clark County for the year January 1, 2014 through December 31, 2014.
