The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, October 7, 2025 in the Commissioner Room of the Clark County Courthouse. Chairman Knock called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present at the Courthouse. Chris Sass, Francis Hass, Sara Gjerde, Terry Schlagel and Wallace Knock. Auditor Tarbox also present. 
COMMUNITY COMMENTS: None.

MINUTES: Motion by Sass, second by Hass to approve the minutes of the September 15, 2025 meeting. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

HIGHWAY:  HS Eggleston presented bids for aggregate for asphalt surfaces. Bids received include: Spencer Quarries, Inc: Site 1: 2500 Ton -29.25/ ton, Site 2: 2500 ton - $32.67/ton – TOTAL BID: $154,800.00, Flat Creek Construction, LLC – Site 1 -2500 ton- 32.17/ton – Site 2: 2500 Ton -$35.65/ton. TOTAL BID: $169,550.00. Motion by Hass, second by Gjerde to approve low bid of Spencer Quarries. All voting aye. Motion carried. All bids are on file in the Auditor’s office.  

FUEL QUOTES: The following fuel quotes were presented to the board. Gas: Agwrx – No bid. Clark Community Oil – No bid, Vollan Oil – No bid, Farstad Oil – 2.5997, Stern Oil – 2.605, Sioux Valley Coop – 2.51. The County accepted the low bid and all bids are on file in the Auditor’s office. 

HIGHWAY: The board discussed changing speed limits on County Roads for trucks. No action taken. 

AFLAC: Kristi Endres with AFLAC met with the board and presented information regarding a Dental Plan sponsored by AFLAC. She also discussed pre tax status, life insurance options and identity theft protection. No action taken.

AMBULANCE: AA Hohm met with the board to discuss staff, EMT classes being offered and cost. Discussion was also held regarding how and where to dispose of Sharps containers. Colleen also informed the board she had applied for a Northwestern Grant to purchase equipment. The board approved the classified help wanted ad to run in the Clark County Courier for the next four weeks. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Motion by Sass, second by Schlagel to enter into executive session at 9:10 a.m. to discuss personnel issues as per SDCL 1-25-2 (1). All voting aye. Motion carried. 
Chairman Knock declared out at 9:48 a.m. 

AMBULANCE: Motion by Gjerde, second by Schlagel to approve Jackson Werdel as an EVOC driver pending certification. All voting aye. Motion carried.

WEED: WS Jenkins discussed the spray costs for services to cities and other entities within Clark County. He informed the board that several towns have contacted him to continue to spray, board approves billing the costs of spraying service to towns and other entities that request spraying services from the County.   

AMBULANCE: Lori King met with the board to discuss work that needs to be done to the chimney at the ambulance shed and also discussed having the boiler serviced. J&J has been contacted to fix chimney work has not been completed, she will contact them and ask the work be done within one week and contact someone to have the boiler serviced.  

AMBULANCE: Motion by Gjerde, second by Sass to request persons on the ambulance roster to work a minimum of 36 hours per month in 12 or 24 hour shifts with administrator discretion. All voting aye. Motion carried.

EXECUTION SESSION: Motion by Hass, second by Sass to enter into executive session at 10:25 a.m. for personnel issues as per SDCL 1-25-2(1). All voting aye. Motion carried. Chairman Knock declared out at 10:38. 

AIRPORT: Dean Kirkeby, Jed Hansen, Dan Batchelor and Chuck Beving met with the board to discuss replacing runway markers on the grass runway at the Clark County Airport. Brooke Edgar with Helms and Associates also present via zoom. Dan and Dean explained the need for new markers and the cost of the project.  Brooke discussed possible funding from Airport grants and the fuel tax fund monies. Motion by Schlagel, second by Hass to allow airport board to purchase markers and necessary supplies up to $1800.00. All voting aye. Motion carried. Airport board members have agreed to remove the old markers and place the new markers.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT: Motion by Sass, second by Schlagel to approve and sign the 4th quarter Single Signature Report. All voting aye. Motion carried.
 
AIRPORT: Motion by Schlagel, second by Gjerde to approve and allow Chairman to sign State Financial Agreement for Pavement Maintenance Agreement for Airport project # 3-46-4600-31-2025. Clark County share of estimated costs will be $2,368.32. All voting aye. Motion carried.  

WAGE INCREASE: The board discussed salary increase for 2026. Motion by Hass to approve increase of 4% for 2026. Motion died for lack of second. The item will be moved to the November 4, 2025 meeting for more discussion.
