The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, November 4, 2025 in the Commissioner Room of the Clark County Courthouse. Chairman Knock called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present at the Courthouse. Chris Sass, Francis Hass, Sara Gjerde, Terry Schlagel and Wallace Knock. Auditor Tarbox also present.

MINUTES: Motion by Hass, second by Gjerde to approve the minutes of the October 21, 2025 meeting. All voting aye. Motion carried. 

AMBULANCE: AA Hohm met with the board to inform them that she has received a container from Medical Waste Management to discard items and also that the glucacon meds have been received and staff will be trained. She also presented a payroll proposal for ambulance personnel. Motion by Hass, second by Gjerde to approve the payroll proposal as presented, this will be effective January 1, 2026. All voting aye. Motion carried. Full time staff: EMT 256.14/ 24 hour shift and $30.00 additional for weekend runs. Paramedic $314.88/24 hour shift with additional $30.00 for weekend runs. Shift staff:  Evoc Driver $100/24 hour shift with additional $60.00 per run, EMT $260.00/24 hour shift and $40.00 additional pay per weekend runs, Paramedic: $315.00/24 hour shift with $40.00 additional pay per weekend runs.  Full time employees only will receive double pay when working a holiday. No additional run pay. 
Shift employees will receive an additional $40.00/run if going on run on approved holidays. New Years Day, Martin Luther King Day, President’s Day, Memorial Day, Juneteenth, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. 
Pay for shift employees will not double if it’s a holiday on a weekend. No changes to full time employee holiday pay. Second rig $125.00 per person, Special events $125.00 per person. Weekends are 7:00 a.m. Friday to 7:00 a.m. Monday. Station II- $425.00 per run split between crew (up to 4 crew members) $40.00/weekend call or Holiday run call.  Additional staff: Lori King – maintenance at Station I, $200.00/month, Cody Forbes – maintenance at Station II $200/month, Jeremy Wellnitz- scheduling/Payroll Station I, $100/ $100/ month, Colleen Hohm/Interim Admin - $1000.00/month. 

AMBULANCE: Motion by Gjerde, second by Sass to add Tad Heaton, Lindsey Stiefel, Nate Nickeson, Peyton Hoffer and Travis Ahrens as EVOC drivers for Clark County Ambulance. All voting aye. Motion carried.

AMBULANCE: Lori King met with the board and presented a bid from Moeller Sheet Metal for an updated furnace for the ambulance building. Motion by Hass, second by Sass to approve the bid of Moellers for $19,921.00 for the furnace and $562.00 to replace a fan motor in the south garage area. All voting aye. Motion carried.

AMBULANCE: Motion by Sass, second by Schlagel to approve repairs to 189A ambulance radiator. Work will be completed by 212 Truck & Trailer Repair, cost estimate $1165.71. All voting aye. Motion carried.

HEALTH BENEFITS: Motion by Gjerde, second by Sass to approve Wellmark Blue Cross Blue Shield as the Health insurance for 2026, Optilegra as Vision insurance, Principal Life for life insurance and to terminate Delta Dental and join AFLAC for dental coverage.
