The Clark County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, October 21, 2025 in the Commissioner Room of the Clark County Courthouse. Vice Chairman Gjerde called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the following Commissioners present at the Courthouse: Chris Sass, Sara Gjerde, Terry Schlagel and Francis Hass. Absent Commissioner Wallace Knock. Also present Auditor Tarbox. 
COMMUNITY COMMENTS: Lori King with Clark County Ambulance Service presented to inform the board of issues with heating system at the Ambulance building. Board agreed to have her get quotes for a new system to present at the November 4th meeting.  
[bookmark: _Hlk62289737]AGENDA:  Motion by Hass, second by Sass to approve the October 21, 2025 agenda. All voting aye. Motion carried.

MINUTES: Motion by Schlagel, second by Hass to approve the minutes of the October 7, 2025 meeting. All voting aye. Motion carried.

AMBULANCE: Interim Ambulance Administrator Hohm and Louann Streff, PA met with the board to request purchasing and using nasal glucagon.  PA Streff informed the board that ambulance crew has recently been approved to administer nasal glucagon and IM injection glucagon after proper training. Cost of the nasal glucagon in $477.00 per dose. The board approved purchase of one nasal glucagon. The board also approved purchasing a small refrigerator for the purpose of locking meds within the ambulance building.  

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT: Motion by Hass, second by Sass to recess as the County Commission and convene as the Board of Adjustment. All voting aye. Motion carried. Vice Chairman Gjerde called the Clark County Board of Adjustment meeting to order. The next item on the agenda is, items to be added to the Agenda by the Board members or staff. There were none and the board proceeded.  Next is an invitation for citizens to schedule time on the Board of Adjustment agenda for an item not listed under the Board of Adjustment portion.  There were none and the board continued. Vice Chairman asked if any board members had any Ex parte Communications or potential Conflicts of interest that the rest of the Board or public may want to be aware of. There were none. Board proceeded. 

AGENDA: Motion by Schlagel, second by Sass to approve the Board of Adjustment agenda.  All voting aye. Motion carried. Vice Chairman Gjerde informed the board the only item of business today is the conditional use permit for Mayfield to operate its manufacturing business. The commission has already said the road leading to the site needs to be paved and need to be clear that the money to pave the road needs to be at least dedicated. Vice Chairman Gjerde asked for a motion to approve the requests with the condition that the permit will not become effective until an escrow account is set up to cover the cost of paving the road, in addition to the conditions recommended at  the end of the report. Others in attendance: Ryan Eggleston, Highway Superintendent, Jarvis Reidburn, Planning and Zoning, Michael Waldner, Jordan Hofer and John Hofer from Mayfield and Luke Muller with First District. 

Motion by Sass, second by Gjerde to approve the Conditional Use. Luke presented report regarding the conditional use permit. Mayfield Colony is seeking to move its wall manufacturing business from the colony site in Section 8 to the South Half of Section 4, Township 114 North, Range 56 West of the 5th P.M. Clark County, South Dakota. He discussed specifics of the property and the request, Ordinance and Comprehensive Land Use Plan regarding the request. He also discussed staff recommendation including effective date, transferability and expiration, road improvements defined with this project and other general requirements. Vice Chairman Gjerde opened the public hearing. Michael Waldner spoke on behalf of Mayfield Colony asking that the County amend paving the road. He explained the road hasn’t being torn up and hasn’t been a problem in the past. Vice Chairman Gjerde opened the hearing for further public testimony. There was none and the public hearing was closed. Board questions were answered. Motion by Sass, second by Schlagel to add formal amendment “all trash, garbage, waste and other refuse shall be stored within an enclosed structure or area surrounded on all sides by a solid walled fence until hauled to a properly permitted waste facility or disposed of in some other manner approved the South Dakota Department of Agriculture and Natural Resources. Voting aye: Sass, Hass, Gjerde and Schlagel. Motion carried. Luke restated the motion: The motion is to approve the conditional use permit for Light Manufacturing, subject to the conditions that have been read. Voting aye: Sass, Hass, Gjerde and Schlagel. Motion carried. 
An estimate will be requested from the engineer for the cost of paving the road to determine amount necessary to set up in escrow account to cover costs of the road paving project. 

OPEN/MATTERS FOR BOARD DISCUSSION: Luke pointed out that Michael Waldner had brought up question of the long term maintenance of the road and that he can ask the County Commission regarding that at any point in the future.  

ADJOURN: Vice Chairman Gjerde declared Board of Adjustment adjourned and board reconvened as County Commission.  

COUNTY INSURANCE: Dawn Olson with Acrisure met with the board to present quotes and options for 2026 insurance coverage, medical, dental, life. No action taken. 

RESOLUTION 25-25 – Approve Knock Plat: Motion by Schlagel, second by Hass to approve Resolution 25-25, Knock Plat. All voting aye. Motion carried.
